 18 years ago the United Yavapai 
Firefighters, Local 3066, who’s members consist of 
Prescott, Central Yavapai, Chino Valley, Mayer, 
Groom Creek, Williamson Valley, and Black Canyon 
City Firefighters, started the Burn Camp Open Golf 
Tournament. It was established to raise funds to 
benefit children who have suffered debilitating burn 
injuries and send them to the Arizona Children’s 
Burn Camp. The Foundation for Burns and Trauma 
Inc., a Phoenix, based non-profit 501 (c)(3) 
organization, are the founders of the Burn Camp. 
 For a seriously burned child, participation 
at Burn Camp provides temporary freedom from 
rejection, isolation, loneliness and all the frustrations 
a burn survivor experiences. Camp provides a sense 
of belonging and an opportunity to share life 
experiences with others who have had similar life 
events. Carefully supervised recreational activities 
provide campers with a sense of independence, 
satisfaction and accomplishment.
 It costs approximately $1,200.00 to send a 
child to the week long camp, held in the cool pines 
of Prescott. The 2011 tournament was a huge success 
and every year, with your support, we are able to 
send several children to camp. We would like to 
thank all of our past and present sponsors for their 
generous contributions and we hope to see you on 
the course supporting this worthwhile cause.
