
Reports of potential code violations of political campaign 
material shall be processed according to administrative 
policies and procedures. 
 * Should the political  sign be removed due to placement 

in a hazardous location,  the candidate or representative 
will be contacted. The signage will be located at Prescott 
City Hall, Code Enforcement Division for pickup. 
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In accordance with the Prescott Land Development Code Sec-
tion 6.12.5C and A.R.S. Section 16-1019, the guidelines for cam-
paign signage are as follows: 

When:  Campaign signage can be placed up to 60 days prior to 
the Primary Election and all signage must be removed within 15 
days after the General Election. For candidates who fail to ad-
vance after the Primary, campaign signs must be removed within 
15 days after the Primary. 

Where:  Campaign signage may be located in all zoning dis-
tricts. Signs may be placed on private property and in the public 
rights-of-way. Signs may not be placed in the right-of-way of 
state highways, state routes or on overpasses within state high-
way or routes. Signs may not be placed in a location hazardous 
to the public, obstructing clear vision at intersections or drive-
ways, obstructing any public ways or interfering with the require-
ments of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  *Signs not installed 
in compliance with the state statutes and local codes within pub-
lic right-of-way will be removed by the city and held at the Code 
Enforcement office for the candidate to pick up.* 

Size:  Campaign signs on private property may not exceed 24 
square feet. Campaign signs in the public right-of-way in Resi-
dential zoning districts may not exceed 16 square feet. Cam-
paign signs in the public right-of-way in Commercial zoning dis-
tricts may not exceed 32 square feet. *Signs not installed in com-
pliance with the state statutes and local codes within public right-
of-way will be removed by the city and held at the Code Enforce-
ment office for the candidate to pick up.* 

Identification:   All signage must contain the name and tele-
phone number of the candidate or campaign committee contact 
person.
